Riverbend TEC (Together Encountering Christ)
is a three-day Catholic retreat experience which
usually begins Saturday at 9:30 am and ends on
Monday at 4:30 pm. Many do go out to eat after
itis over.

These three days are filled with a series of talks,
discussions, reflection time, special liturgies,
recreation, and time to socialize. It is a great
time to get away from the routine and rush of
everyday life. It provides a time to look at your
life, your relationship with God, your goals and
how you might grow in your life as a Christian.

As our name indicates, adults and young people
are welcome to participate in a TEC weekend.
Anyone who is 16 years old, a junior in high
school or older, is eligible to make a TEC
weekend.
